1. Clean the Grill and Case

¢ Use water and a mild detergent. Do not use bleach or
abrasives.

¢« Do not splash water directly onto the unit. Doing so
may cause an electrical shock, cause the insulation to
deteriorate, or cause the unit to rust.

* The air intake and outlet may get dirty during operation,
use a vacuum cleaner or brush to clean.

2. Clean the Bucket
