(normally 3 seconds) until “t19” is displayed on the knob.

4. Press [|| to start the appliance, initially“---" is displayed, and then
xR (such as “126”)is displayed to indicate the real time drum speed.
When the number reaches a certain value (stop changing),it means the
washing machine is successfully calibrated.
